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Analysis of the Causes of the Tragic Life of Havisham and Emily
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Abstract

Great Expectations is the work of British writer Dickens in his later years. Through the experience of ordinary village child Pip, it
shows the reader a betrayed and abandoned female image- -Miss Haviham. Havisham’s miserable life criticized the miasma and
hypocrisy of the society at that time.7he Rose to Emily is one of the most representative short films by American writer William
Amforkner. The novel is set in a small southern town after the Civil War, and the narrative revolves around the life of Emily, a
declining noble lady in the south. Miss Emily, the conservative southern aristocrat, faced the unstoppable invasion of the advanced
industrial civilization in the north, killed the lover with the characteristics of the northern culture, and spent 40 years with the body
of her lover. Emily’s tragic life deeply shows the cultural conflict between the north and the south, and reveals the indifference and
destruction of human nature in the real society under the conservative thoughts of the American South. This paper mainly analyzes
the causes of the tragedy from three aspects: the personal factors of Havisham and Emily, as well as the social and contemporary
factors that they live in.
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
