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Research on teaching reform in higher vocational colleges under
the background of competition and financing— Take the course
of “Cross-border E-commerce Practice” as an example
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Abstract

With the rapid development of global economic integration and digital wave, cross-border e-commerce has become an important
force to promote international trade. However, the traditional higher vocational education model has many deficiencies in cultivating
cross-border e-commerce talents, which is difficult to meet the diversified needs of the current industry for talents.
