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Abstract

The importance of foreign language education has become more and more prominent in today’s deepening globalisation, and how to
improve teaching effectiveness and promote the overall development of students® language ability has become the focus of educators’
attention. However, foreign language learners often face challenges in chapter comprehension, pragmatic competence and semantic
grasp, which seriously affect learning effectiveness and intercultural communication skills. Against this background, Ushinsky, as a
famous Russian educator in the 19th century, not only occupies an important position in the history of Russian education, but also has
a profound influence on the development of modern educational theory. Ushinsky’s theory emphasises the national and psychological
development of education, and these principles are particularly important in foreign language teaching. In this paper, we will analyse
how Ushinsky’s theory provides new perspectives for foreign language teaching and discuss its application in discourse analysis,
pragmatic contrastive study and semantic contrastive analysis.
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
