Abstract

With the intensification of globalization, China’s non-academic language training market has grown unprecedentedly, and language
training has advanced in age, reaching the primary stage, even preschool and kindergarten. The research on children’s English has been
carried out for many years. According to the relevant theories in the field of second language acquisition, the earlier children receive
language education, the more significant the final results compared with adults. E. Lenneberg believes that there is a critical period
in language learning, from the age of two to adolescence, which is also the critical period of mother tongue acquisition. W. Penfield
believes that a large part of the human cortex does not function until the age of 10-12. This means that learning a foreign language
before the age of 10-12 can easily form a fixed language function in the mind, so it is advisable to learn multiple languages as early as
possible.

At present, there are many English textbooks for children who are not educated in the market. According to the language function,
these textbooks are roughly divided into two categories: grammar and communication. In this city, there are two mainstream teaching
materials for children’s English learning: New Concept English series and SBS Longman English series. There are a lot of researches on
new concept English, but the research on SBS Longman International English course is very scarce. This paper wants to use Krashen’s
theory in the field of second language acquisition to make a simple analysis of the textbook, in order to obtain useful conclusions,
which can be used for reference by the students who choose the textbook and the teachers who teach the textbook.
