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Abstract

“Good man model” is not only the inheritance and development of the fine tradition, but also an important guide for the progress of
social civilization. Clarifying the types, connotation and characteristics of “good man model” is helpful to publicize and carry forward
the spirit of “good person model”, lead the social moral fashion, and make an in-depth analysis of the connotation and characteristics
of “good person model” of helping others, honesty and trustworthiness and dedication in combination with the socialist core socialist
values. Taihe County pays attention to the construction of spiritual civilization, actively responds to the call of the general secretary,
vigorously carries forward the spirit of moral models, guides moral models to play an exemplary and leading role, and a number
of “good person models” have emerged, which has reference experience for cultivating and publicizing exemplary deeds.
