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Abstract

In the context of total quality education, the results-oriented OBE concept has been actively applied in the field of preschool
education. Guided by the concept of OBE education, the dance teaching of preschool education majors is optimized and innovated.
Firstly, the students’ on-the-spot adaptability and practical operation ability are enhanced by means of scenario simulation and role
interaction against the background of real teaching situations. Secondly, through the integration of courses, the organic integration
of theory and practice, knowledge and skills can be achieved to improve students’ expressive ability and innovative thinking. The
results show that the optimized teaching method can effectively improve the students’ comprehensive quality and dance creation
ability, achieve the teaching goal under the OBE concept, and realize the optimization and innovation of dance teaching for preschool
education majors. This paper puts forward some valuable suggestions on how to further improve the teaching effect of dance in
preschool education under the OBE concept.
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
