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Construction of a “one-stop” student community education
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Abstract

The construction of “one-stop” student communities in universities is an important battlefield for implementing the “three pronged
education”, an important carrier for strengthening party building work, and an important lever for ideological and political
education in universities. Since the Ministry of Education released the document on building a “one-stop” student community, major
universities have actively responded. However, in order to achieve the construction of student communities in universities in the
new era, it is necessary to clarify a series of practical problems such as incomplete community functions, insufficient party building
guidance, insufficient educational synergy, and insufficient governance effectiveness. To implement the construction of “one-stop”
student communities in universities, it is necessary to grasp key points, combine with the actual situation, activate party building work
to lead ideological cultivation, consolidate co governance thinking to mobilize subject collaboration, and use digital empowerment
information platforms to drive service supply and demand balance to enhance the level of “one-stop” student community autonomy
and create a new era of education model.
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
