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Exploring the Auxiliary Functions of Al Technology in English
Writing Classroom Exercises for Vocational College Students

Abstract

Among all English teaching sections, writing is a highly challenging teaching sub item. The main reason is that there is no fixed
method for writing while the answer to the writing is not provided with certainty. And some errors in writing are even highly
controversial. Therefore, English writing classes are often marginalized in English classes. Especially for vocational college students,
their English writing ability is generally low, and the English writing problems exposed in daily teaching mainly focus on grammar
issues such as subject verb inconsistency, tense errors, unclear subordinate clause structure and others involved.
