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Abstract

For a long time, the voices of minority literature in the United States have been continuous. Among them, the literature of minority
women such as African Americans and Asian Americans has attracted particular attention due to its unique ethnic background and
female writing. Although Hispanics currently account for the majority of immigrants in the United States, Hispanic Americans have
always been a marginalized group in the United States. The study of Hispanic literature, especially Hispanic women’s literature, has
been almost “voiceless” for a long time. In fact, Hispanic women’s literature is an important literary phenomenon in contemporary
America, and with its unique style, it has become an important part of the American literary system. For the study of Hispanic
women'’s literature, it is necessary to construct an appropriate discourse framework and theoretical tools, and through the analysis and
evaluation of the rich connotations in the representative works of Hispanic women writers, explore the fictional worlds constructed
in different texts, so as to present its characteristics different from those of African American, Asian American and other minority
women'’s literature.
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
