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Abstract

Marcel Duchamp, one of the most influential and controversial artists of the 20th century, challenged traditional art concepts through
his groundbreaking ideas and works that transcended their era. His installations and “Readymades” sparked intense debates and
critiques, ultimately exerting profound influence on American and Western modern art. Today, as people ponder the fundamental
question of “What is art?” —a millennia-old dilemma for artists—Duchamp’s artistic philosophy may provide answers. This article
