A Study on the Media Framework of Stigmatizing Women:
Taking Anti-Trafficking Reports as an Example
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Abstract

In recent years, the phenomenon of stigmatization of women in anti-trafficking news reports has occurred frequently, exposing the
erosion of journalistic professionalism by the logic of popularity, and triggering social attention and ethical controversies. This
study takes the “female master’s student being rescued” incident as a typical sample, using framework analysis and visual grammar
theory, combined with quantitative content analysis and qualitative case deconstruction, to reveal that in order to pursue popularity,
the media symbolize the victims through strategies such as tagging, visual symbols, and unbalanced narratives, eroding journalistic
professionalism. To solve the ethical dilemmas faced by anti-trafficking news, the study further proposes a gender-sensitive
governance path, promoting the transformation of anti-trafficking news from “traffic-driven” to “responsibility-driven”.
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
