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Symbolic Expression and Aesthetic Construction of Natural
Imagery in Landscape Oil Paintings

As a significant medium of visual art, landscape oil painting embodies core values that extend beyond the objective representation
of natural scenery, encompassing the symbolic encoding of natural imagery to construct diverse aesthetic meanings. Grounded in
semiotics and phenomenology, this study analyzes the intrinsic mechanisms of symbolic expression through three dimensions: the
archetypal coding of natural imagery, the metaphorical use of color and material, and the dynamic composition logic. While exploring
the cognitive patterns of aesthetic construction across cultures through the "perception-experience-arrangement" triadic aesthetic
pathway, it systematically examines innovative directions for the expression of natural imagery in the context of ecological crises and
digital media. This research not only provides theoretical references for contemporary landscape oil painting creation but also offers
new perspectives for deepening artistic reflections on the relationship between humanity and nature.
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
