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Abstract

In the context of cultural-tourism integration, museums are evolving from traditional institutions of cultural relic collection and
display into comprehensive platforms integrating cultural dissemination, social education, and tourism experiences. The conventional
object-centered exhibition model can no longer satisfy the public’s growing demands for interactivity and emotional resonance. This
paper explores innovative approaches to museum artifact displays from a narratological perspective, analyzes the logic and functional
expansion of narrative transformation, and identifies current issues such as narrative impoverishment and contextual disconnection.
The study proposes a core design strategy focusing on “cultural context reconstruction, spatial narrative extension, and immersive
experience innovation.” It emphasizes building emotional connections between audiences and artifacts through cultural symbol
integration and multisensory interaction, thereby promoting the unification of cultural dissemination and social value in museums
within the cultural-tourism integration framework.
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
