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Abstract

The paper analyzes the current characteristics of private enterprises, pointing out the shortcomings of the existing evaluation system,
the single evaluation perspective, and the lack of causal verification and internal connections between indicators. The paper proposes
to use the balanced scorecard method to systematically analyze the financial and non-financial indicators that affect the current
operation and future development of enterprises through different indicators in four dimensions. Through causal analysis of indicators
in different dimensions, the credit status of private enterprises can be comprehensively and objectively evaluated, and how changes
in non-financial indicators affect financial indicators and the credit situation of enterprises can be deeply analyzed. Finally, by
combining sustainable development analysis and ESG analysis, the evaluation scope was supplemented, and the breadth of evaluating
corporate credit was improved.
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
