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Abstract

This study explores the current situation and improvement path of financial transparency in government public welfare projects.
Through literature review and case analysis, the problems in financial transparency of current government public welfare projects
are sorted out, including incomplete information disclosure, untimely disclosure, and insufficient supervision. The study used a
combination of questionnaire surveys and expert interviews to collect opinions and suggestions from government officials, project
managers, and the public. The results indicate that the key to improving financial transparency lies in establishing a sound information
disclosure system, strengthening supervision mechanisms, and increasing public participation. The study proposed specific
improvement measures, such as improving financial information disclosure channels, regularly publishing financial reports, and
enhancing third-party auditing efforts. These measures help to enhance public trust in government public welfare projects, improve
project management efficiency and transparency, and provide strong support for government decision-making. The research results
have important reference value for government departments to formulate relevant policies and implement financial management.
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
