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Evaluation of the effect of financial transfer payment on
equalization of basic public services

Abstract

As a crucial fiscal policy tool, fiscal transfer payments have been extensively employed to promote regional economic balance and
enhance public service equity. This study examines the impact of China’s fiscal transfer policies on achieving equal access to basic
public services. By comparing changes in these services across regions before and after policy implementation, we assess their
effectiveness in promoting equitable access. The research reveals that fiscal transfers have significantly contributed to narrowing
regional disparities in public services and improving service quality in rural and underdeveloped areas. However, challenges persist
including inefficient fund utilization and inadequate policy enforcement.
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
