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Abstract

Since the magnificent ideas for constructing the “Silk Road Economic Belt” and the “21st Century Maritime Silk Road” were proposed
in 2013, “The Belt and Road” has achieved remarkable results and has become a booster for the economic and social development
of relevant countries. But at the same time we should also see that since the implementation of “The Belt and Road” initiative, it has
also encountered many challenges. Chinese enterprises, especially foreign engineering contractors, are going to enjoy the important
opportunities provided by the “Belt and Road Initiative” while also facing many risks such as political risks in host countries, ethnic
and religious factors, terrorism, international crime, localization requirements, intellectual property rights, and interventions from third
countries. Intervention and other risks, and in recent years, the trend of counter-globalization and trade protectionism has emerged. How
to fully understand and thoroughly analyze the risks that may be encountered during the implementation of the initiative has become
an important research on the risk of contracting foreign projects along “The Belt and Road” content. The paper takes China itself as the
analysis theme, and focuses on the analysis of the possible risks faced by foreign engineering contractors along “The Belt and Road”.
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
