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Abstract

The influence of culture on human society is significant, not only in politics, but also in economy, and in many other fields. In 2016, the
Sade incident broke out, which directly led to the release of the “South Korea restriction order”. Five years later, in 2021, CCTV and
KBS signed a cooperation agreement in the form of video. The signing of the cooperation agreement means that the “restrictions on
South Korea” that have not been published in official documents may be completely relaxed. From the “South Korea restriction order”

to the signing of cooperation agreement between China and South Korea, it not only reflects the cultural will of the two countries in
different periods, but also has a profound impact on the development of related cultural industries of the two countries.
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
