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Discussion on Compliance and Security in Hospital Archives
Management
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Abstract

Hospital is a highly sensitive place for data generation and management, in which file management is directly related to patient
privacy and medical service quality. With the reform process of medical information, the compliance and security issues of hospital
file management have become increasingly apparent. By means of literature appreciation and in-depth interview, this study discusses
the compliance and security problems existing in the current hospital archives management, and puts forward corresponding
solutions. The non-compliance problem of hospital archives management mainly involves the illegal creation, distribution and
destruction of files, while the security problem mainly focuses on data protection, access control and disaster recovery.
