Abstract

This study takes the Northern Ward of Peking University Third Hospital as a pilot, attempts to learn from the typical case of “Sanwan
Reorganization” of the Communist Party of China, analyzes the internal logic of grassroots party organizations leading the development
of public hospitals, and analyzes the work orientation of party organizations in sub-hospital districts after vertical management.
