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Abstract

With the rapid development of China’s economy, scientific and technological innovation has become an important embodiment of
national competitiveness. As an important carrier of scientific and technological innovation, colleges and universities undertake
a large number of scientific research tasks, and the reasonable management of scientific research funds is of great significance
to improve the efficiency of scientific research. In recent years, the Chinese government has actively promoted the reform of
“administration, administration and service”. The policy of “decentralization, administration and service” has had a positive impact
on the management of university scientific research funds. The optimization of services is conducive to improving the efficiency
of the use of scientific research funds, and the reform of scientific research funds management has promoted the improvement of
the management system and mechanism. The paper analyzes the current situation of research funding management in universities,
reveals existing problems, explores the impact of the “streamlining administration and delegating powers” policy on research funding
management in universities, and proposes corresponding improvement strategies.
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
