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Abstract

Against the backdrop of increasingly complex and diversified engineering projects, urban development has transitioned from
“incremental expansion” to a new phase of “stock renewal.” Traditional urban renewal models face challenges such as historical
context fragmentation, functional homogeneity, and insufficient public participation. The core concepts of Benjamin’s montage
theory—fragmentary recombination, dialectical tension, and constellation-like connections—provide an interdisciplinary innovative
methodology for urban renewal. This paper first elucidates the essential principles of Benjamin’s montage theory, then analyzes its
intrinsic alignment with urban renewal practices. It subsequently explores practical pathways for urban renewal based on this theory,
and finally identifies implementation challenges and optimization strategies. The aim is to awaken multi-stakeholder awareness
through “shocking experiences,” facilitating a transformation from “spiritual disappearance” to “secular enlightenment.” This
approach offers new theoretical perspectives and practical paradigms for achieving urban renewal objectives of “cultural continuity,
functional integration, and multi-stakeholder collaboration.”
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
