Abstract

In today’s middle school English teaching environment, effective teaching methods have become an important means to stimulate
learning interest and improve teaching effectiveness in class. Among them, situational teaching method has attracted wide attention
because of its unique advantages. Through field investigation and in-depth interviews with dozens of junior middle schools, this study
explores the application and effect of situational teaching method in junior middle school English teaching. The results show that the
application of situational teaching method can create a lively classroom atmosphere, which is more conducive to the development
of students’ communication ability and emotional attitude while learning English. This paper further puts forward a series of coping
strategies, including strengthening teacher training, optimizing classroom environment, flexibly adjusting teaching progress, etc.,
aiming to better apply situational teaching method in junior middle school English teaching, so as to realize its teaching value. Overall,
these findings provide valuable insight into how to make better use of the situational approach in junior high school English teaching.
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
