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Abstract

Vocabulary is the basic material to build a language. Learning vocabulary well is the key for students to learn English well. English
vocabulary teaching is also the key point in English teachers’ teaching practice. Vocabulary teaching is not only to update teaching
methods, but more importantly to let teachers understand vocabulary composition, analyze vocabulary characteristics, and then
generate meaningful vocabulary teaching methods according to vocabulary characteristics.
