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Abstract

As China enters a stage of high-quality development, “combining moral education with technical education” is an important indicator
for vocational education reform and an inevitable requirement for deepening modern vocational education reform. Vocational colleges
bear the heavy burden of social vocational education, and vocational education reform is the forefront of promoting high-quality
development in China. Vocational English, as one of the indispensable courses in vocational education, is a key task for vocational
education colleges and teachers to deepen the reform of vocational English teaching under the guiding ideology of “combining
moral education with technical education”. Starting from the concept and importance of “combining moral education with technical
education”, this paper analyzes the current situation of English teaching reform in higher vocational colleges, and discusses the
reform and practice path of English teaching in higher vocational colleges under the new situation.
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
