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Abstract

The pre-school education industry is getting more and more attention from the whole society. Ensuring the supply of teachers and im-
proving the quality of teachers is the key to solving the current problem of “difficult expensive admission to kindergartens”. In order to
understand the current situation of kindergarten teachers’ vocational ability and master the actual needs of the school, this study con-
ducted a questionnaire survey and interview with the kindergarten director of Dongguan City, Guangdong Province, China. The results
show that the preschool education vocational ability is overall, but some professional skills are relatively weak. There is a difference in
the professional ability of public kindergartens, inclusive private kindergartens and general private kindergartens.
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
