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Abstract

This paper mainly discusses the polyphonic characteristics of Herzog from the perspective of narrative form, and illustrates how these
characteristics help to manifest the gist of this novel. Shifting points of view and embedded points of view, the sources of polyphony,
are two prominent narrative characteristics of this novel. Narrated in this way, the unity of plot is broken and the story is fragmented.
Considering that the main idea of the novel is about Herzog’s journey to pursue the final meaning of his life, the sufferings he encoun-
ters during the process and the disordered social environment, shifting points of view and embedded points of view in narration can

help express the complex and contradictory thoughts of the protagonist and externalize the main gist of the novel.
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
