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Abstract

This paper takes film segment teaching and humanistic ability and quality training as the starting point, and empirically studies the
effect and value of integrating English film segment teaching into the nurturing of the humanistic spirit of maritime students. Through
the teaching experiment method, the operation and steps of film segment teaching are explained, and specific examples of classroom
teaching are given. The analysis of the data shows that it is possible to effectively cultivate the humanistic qualities of nautical majors
through reasonable curriculum design and fully use of the personality and humanistic spiritual resources in marine films.
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
