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On the Problems and Countermeasures of English Cooperative
Learning in Junior High School
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Abstract

With the reform of the education system, higher requirements have been placed on English education in junior high schools. In the
teaching process, teachers must not only attach importance to theoretical knowledge, but also the cultivation of independent inquiry
ability. Therefore, in the process of English education and teaching in junior high schools, teachers should pay attention to cooperative
learning. At present, some schools pay attention to the use of this teaching method. Although there are some results, there are still some
problems affecting the quality of English teaching.
