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Abstract

Information literacy is the basic literacy of qualified people in the 21st century, the need for the country to enhance its competitiveness,
and the need for the survival and development of social members. Information technology education is aimed at cultivating information
literacy, which is not only the realistic requirement of information society, but also an effective way to realize education to digital
age and social informatization. The United States is the first country in the world to carry out information technology education, and
has accumulated rich experience in education, while China’s information technology education started late. In order to avoid detours,
China must learn from the successful experience of the United States in order to promote the development of information technology
education in primary and secondary schools in China.
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
