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Abstract

The task-based teaching method focuses on all aspects of reading teaching. Teachers set different teaching tasks so that students can
understand articles, gain knowledge, and train thinking based on completing tasks. The project teaching method focuses on the theme
based on a certain unit. Students learn English language through cooperative learning and independent inquiry, and pay more attention
to the important role of group cooperation in project completion. By comparing the use of these two teaching methods in the teaching
of English reading in high school, the author aims to enable the majority of teachers to grasp the emphasis of the two and be able to use
them reasonably in the teaching process.
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1. Pre-task stage

(1) Lead in: enjoy the music I’ 11 Be There for You

Task 1: (Work in pairs) Discussion: Have a discussion
about friendship with your partner and make a list of three
qualities a good friend should have. (For example: honest)

Task 2: (Work in group) Discussion: Why do we need
friends? Does a friend always to be a person? Why?

Task 3: Prediction: Students are asked to predict what
happened to Anne’ s family by looking at the picture and the

title of the passage.
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2. While-task stage

(1) Skimming: Task 4: Make students skim the passage
silently and quickly and ask them to answer some questions.
For example: What was Anne’ s best friend? Why did she
make friends with it?

Task 5: Judge the sentence right or wrong after reading.
For example: A friend would never laugh at you.

(2) Scanning: Task 6: Scan the passage and do some
choices. For example: Anne and her family were caught by
German Nazis about ().

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3. Post-task stage

Task 7: (Work in pairs) Imagine that you were in the same
situation as Anne, what/who would you miss most? And why?

Task 8: (Work in groups) Make interviews with other
groups’ members and try to find out what qualities should a

‘friend’ have, then arrange these qualities according to their

importance after the group discussion.
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
