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Abstract

Under the background of the new curriculum reform and all-round development of quality education, teachers pay more attention
to the cultivation of students’ core literacy in teaching, especially in primary school Chinese reading teaching, which not only
pays attention to students’ acquiring more basic knowledge through reading, but also pays attention to training students’ reading,
understanding, exploring and other abilities, so as to improve students’ Chinese subject literacy. In order to achieve this teaching
effect, teachers should pay attention to stimulate students’ interest in reading, and take diversified measures to exercise students’
reading, understanding, inquiry and other abilities, so as to improve students’ core literacy while consolidating students’ Chinese
knowledge. Combined with the current situation of primary school Chinese reading teaching, this paper puts forward some effective
reading teaching methods from four aspects: stimulating interest, guiding reading with questions, strengthening experience and
expanding reading.
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
