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Abstract

As a basic course, applied writing occupies an important position in the teaching of higher vocational schools, and can continuously
improve students’ writing literacy in the process of learning. However, at present, there are still some problems in the teaching
process of applied writing courses in higher vocational colleges, which need to be paid attention to by teachers. Teachers have been
exploring efficient curriculum teaching measures, but the teaching effect is not significant, students in the process of learning show a
lot of problems, such as learning interest is not high, the goal is not clear, and so on, to a certain extent influence the teaching effect.
Project-based teaching is a new teaching mode, which combines modern teaching methods to restore students’ dominant position
and strengthen students’ thinking ability training based on writing tasks. This paper mainly discusses the importance of project-based
teaching of applied writing course and puts forward specific practical measures.
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
