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Abstract

In the teaching process of junior high school, the art of communication has always played an irreplaceable role, because
communication is the basis of mutual understanding between teacher-student in the teaching process. Communication between
teacher-student can not only create a good teaching environment, but also promote the relationship between teacher-student. However,
from the current point of view, the overall teaching trend in China is to promote respect for teachers and focus on establishing
teachers’ prestige. Teachers are in a dominant position, causing problems in communication between teacher-student. In the process
of teaching management in junior high school, teachers and students still have many problems in communication, which leads to the
situation of unharmonious teacher-student relationship and mutual incomprehension, which makes the teacher’s teaching management
of students more difficult and affects teacher teaching quality and efficiency. The paper analyzes the problems of teacher-student in
teaching management, and puts forward some solutions for the educators’ reference.
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
