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Abstract

In the ideological and political education in China, we have long attached more importance to explicit education, but have ignored the
advantages of hidden education, and then have an adverse impact on the overall growth of students. At present, with the continuous
advancement of modern education reform, in order to better strengthen the ideological and political education of college students,
teachers should conduct the effective integration of explicit education and implicit education in teaching, give full play to the advantages
of the two education models, and constantly improve the status of ideological and political education in colleges and universities. This
paper gives a simple overview of explicit and implicit education in ideological and political education, analyzes the two educational
modes, points out their respective advantages and limitations, and further discusses how to integrate the two education modes and
promote the coordinated development of the two educational and education modes.
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
