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Abstract

Different teaching methods have different effects on students” academic achievement, for students in higher vocational colleges, genre-
based teaching method is helpful to improve their English writing level. Based on genre theory, this paper studies the implementation
of genre-based approach to English writing in higher vocational college students. The study was conducted in two classes, one of which
was an experimental class teaching English writing by genre approach and the other a control class. The results show that the students
in the experimental class are more active and the writing effect is better than the students in the control class. The purpose of this study
is to improve the English writing ability of students in higher vocational colleges and to solve the problem of their writing difficulty.
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
