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Abstract

Ni Zan, as one of the four families of Yuan Dynasty, is a shining pearl in the history of Chinese painting. His life personality is
lonely and proud, free and natural, so in his paintings can also be seen that sense of free and proud, especially the empty and desolate
landscape painting, let us re-to the Chinese traditional landscape painting has a higher understanding, so his landscape painting is
also called by many art historians of the future generations “the peak of ink landscape painting”! Why is it the pinnacle? The simple
use of brush, the very light use of ink and the very distant artistic conception make Ni Zan’s landscape painting a family of its own,
can be regarded as the peak. Wang Shizhen of the Ming Dynasty once commented on Ni Zan: the paintings of the Song Dynasty are
easy to be imitated, the paintings of the Yuan Dynasty are difficult to be imitated, but it is not impossible to be imitated, but only the
paintings of Ni Zan can not be imitated. This is a very high assessment, in other words, the most popular technique today: has been
imitated but never surpassed.
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
