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The emergency treatment strategy of the news reporter in

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Abstract

The effectiveness of the emergency treatment strategy is particularly important when the news reporter is reporting the emergency
incident. This paper discusses the emergency treatment strategies of journalists through case analysis of many major emergency news
reports. It was found that it was crucial to achieve the requirements of "fast, accurate and ruthless" in writing stories. In emergencies,
journalists should not only have enough professional quality and moral responsibility, but also have the ability to react quickly and
communicate in time. In the process of breaking through the traditional reporting mode and directly implementing the report on the
spot, it is particularly critical to master scientific and technological means and be familiar with the emergency handling process.
At the same time, we should pay attention to authenticity and impartiality in the reporting process, and effectively safeguard the
legitimate rights and interests of the subjects of the report. Based on the above findings, this paper proposes a set of coping strategies
for journalists in the process of reporting emergencies, and the results show that the implementation of this set of strategies will be
more conducive to the credibility construction of media in reporting emergencies.
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
