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Abstract

Popular children generally refer to children with excellent academic performance, high moral character, wide interest, strong indepen-
dent activity ability and good character. As an excellent group in the class, this kind of children are actively concerned and loved by
teachers and students. Any family wants their children to become popular children in the class, but what is the relationship between
family education and children’s development? This study conducted a questionnaire survey on the relationship between the develop-
ment of children aged 7~8 years under different living conditions and family backgrounds and the impact of family education. The
results show that: the relationship between popular children and scientific family education is proportional; family education plays an
important role in the development of children as the initial education received by children; the structural characteristics of the family,
the educational level of parents, the relationship between family members and so on are closely related to the formation of children’s
character, moral character and academic achievement and ability.
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
