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Abstract

At present, the development of preschool education in China has attracted people’s attention. In the report of the 19th National Con-
gress of the Communist Party of China, President Xi Jinping pointed out that education must be given priority, preschool education
should be run well, and a team of high-quality kindergarten teachers should be cultivated. The professional ideal of preschool education
is the student’s planning, yearning and pursuit of the professional life of kindergarten teachers in the future, which directly affects the
achievement and destination of their entire professional career. The paper aims to be guided by the theory and practice of piano playing,
and on the basis of expounding the definition and connotation of the professional ideals of preschool education, exploring the causes
of students’ professional ideals, and closely linking the teaching content and teaching process of piano playing. Using the methods and
means of “professional conversion, content penetration”, to help students master and use the professional knowledge and skills of piano
playing, at the same time, effectively cultivate their professional ethics and professional ideals of “love their jobs, be willing to contrib-
ute, and serve children”.
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
