Cultivating Cross-cultural Communicative Competence
and Innovating Teaching Methods in High School Russian
Teaching
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Abstract

With the development of globalization and the deepening of international exchange and cooperation, the emphasis of Russian teaching
in senior high schools has gradually shifted from traditional language skills to the cultivation of cross-cultural communicative
competence. Firstly, this paper points out the importance of cultivating cross-cultural communication skills in Russian language
teaching. Secondly, by analyzing the actual situation of current high school Russian language teaching, the existing problems are
revealed, such as single textbook content, lack of authentic cross-cultural communication scenes, excessive emphasis on grammar
classrooms in language teaching, and neglect of language practicality. Finally, the study used self-designed teaching materials and
conducted empirical teaching using problem-based learning (PBL) and cooperative learning (CSL) teaching methods. The results of
this study are of great theoretical and practical significance to the reform of current Russian teaching in senior high schools and the
improvement of students’ cross-cultural communicative competence.
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
