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Abstract

The Shanghai Primary School English textbook focuses on the cultivation of students language communication ability. It gradually
improves the function of students’ language communication through the design of diversified vocabulary and sentence patterns,
situational dialogue and role playing activities, as well as the comprehensive training of listening, speaking, reading and writing. At the
same time, in teaching practice, teachers can effectively promote students’ language use ability in real communication situations through
situational teaching method, cooperative learning and group activities, the application of multimedia and information technology, as
well as scientific evaluation and incentive mechanism. From the theoretical perspective of language communication function, this study
discusses how to maximize the communicative function of Shanghai teaching materials in primary school English teaching.
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
