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Abstract

College counselors are important grass-roots forces to carry out ideological and political work in colleges and universities. They are
mainly responsible for organizing, implementing and guiding the daily ideological and political education and management of college
students, and helping them grow up and become talented. The concept of “three-wide education”, which insists on whole-process
education and all-round education, is a new requirement for college counselors to carry out their work scientifically in the new era.
College counselors need to deeply understand and grasp their own role positioning and job responsibilities in the new era, and carry
out ideological and political education and student management work around whole-process education and all-round education. This
paper mainly focuses on the connotation, methods and practical implementation of the work of college counselors, and discusses the
work ideas of college counselors under the requirements of “three-wide Education” in the new era.
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
