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Ressearch on the Application of OBE Based Online and
Offline Mixed Teaching Mode in Interdisciplinary Courses—
Taking Financial English as an Example
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Abstract

With the development of trade globalization and economic digitization, there is an urgent demand for composite financial talents
who understand foreign languages and possess financial business skills in various industries. Therefore, major universities have put
forward higher requirements for the teaching of financial English courses in finance majors. However, due to students’ weak English
foundation, the difficulty of learning professional vocabulary has deepened, and teachers often use the “one person, one class”
teaching mode, etc., students may feel bored in learning courses, and teachers may feel tired in teaching, ultimately failing to achieve
the expected teaching effect. How to find new solutions from practice has become an effective way to solve this problem. This paper
analyzes the current situation of financial English teaching in our school, proposes an optimized plan for blended online and offline
teaching design before, during, and after class guided by the OBE concept, and explores a teaching mode that combines “learning and
using” in financial English, in order to systematically improve students’ professional English language proficiency.
