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Abstract

Multimodal teaching uses multimedia technology to fully mobilize students’ multiple senses as the core, improving students’
learning efficiency and effectiveness. The physical and mental development of students in the university stage has tended towards
maturity, with independent outlooks on life, values, and the world. They also have more opportunities and platforms for external
communication, which is a critical period for cultivating cross-cultural thinking. However, the cultivation of cross-cultural critical
thinking ability nowadays still remains at the theoretical stage, and there is relatively little specific practical content on the application
of multimodal teaching methods.
