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Abstract

Against the background of the “Double High” Plan construction, this article explores the path of coordinated promotion of national
model party branch construction and curriculum ideological and political work from the perspective of grassroots party organizations
and professional group construction in vocational colleges. Firstly, the internal logic and value of the synergy between party building
work and curriculum ideological and political construction were analyzed; Then, the problems existing in the current collaborative
construction were pointed out, and the causes of the problems were analyzed; Furthermore, a collaborative promotion path was
proposed from the aspects of constructing incentive mechanisms, improving constraint mechanisms, and strengthening guarantee
mechanisms; Finally, based on the practical exploration of Changzhou Vocational Institute of Mechatronic Technology, specific
implementation experience was provided to provide methodological references for the collaborative promotion of ideological and
political work between party branches and courses in vocational colleges.
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
