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Abstract

In the music teaching in colleges and universities, teachers’ professional literacy plays a vital role in the cultivation of students’ music
literacy and comprehensive ability. With the continuous reform of the education system and the improvement of the social demand
for high-quality talents, the professional quality of college music teachers has become one of the core factors to improve the teaching
quality.
