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Abstract

As the informatization of education advances, major universities are upgrading and building smart classrooms. Smart classrooms,
as products of the deep integration of modern information technology and educational technology, are equipped with intelligent
control systems, smart blackboards, and high-definition recording devices. However, most universities still use traditional multimedia
classroom management methods for smart classrooms. This coarse management approach is no longer suitable for the complex
equipment and high technical integration required in smart classrooms, leading to issues such as untimely equipment maintenance and
low usage efficiency. In response, this paper explores optimization paths based on current management methods, reflecting on and
improving the management and maintenance of smart classrooms to fully utilize educational resources and ensure the teaching process.
