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Interest in Fun and Ease, Joy Lasting Beyond Emotion: On
How to Stimulate High School Students’ Interest in Chinese
Language Learning

Abstract

This study addresses persistent challenges in high school Chinese language education, including prolonged teaching cycles with slow
results, students ‘utilitarian attitudes, and uneven teacher competency. By examining five dimensions—teachers’ empathy awareness,
students ‘benchmarking mentality, the integration of knowledge and practice, sensitivity to current affairs, and human-centered
classroom instruction—the paper explores strategies to stimulate high school students’ interest in Chinese language learning. Drawing
from practical teaching experience, the author proposes: building learning confidence through understanding students ‘disciplinary
thinking differences; motivating progress by leveraging role models and examples of top-performing college entrance exam
candidates; fostering teacher-student collaboration in handwriting practice and reading engagement; expanding students’ perspectives
through timely political updates; and cultivating democratic, critical thinking environments to promote mutual growth. The study
emphasizes that only when teachers adopt humble approaches and comprehensively ignite students’ passion can the seeds of Chinese
language learning be awakened, enabling shared professional development between educators and learners.
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
