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Abstract

Inflammatory reaction after cataract surgery is one of the common complications in eye surgery, which can cause eye discomfort,
vision loss and other problems, and may even lead to surgical failure in severe cases. Therefore, the prevention and treatment
of postoperative inflammatory response is of great significance for the rehabilitation of patients. Drug intervention is one of the
important means to prevent and treat postoperative inflammatory response, and this paper discusses the drug intervention strategies
of inflammation after cataract surgery. The mechanism of inflammatory response after cataract surgery is relatively complex, which
is related to many factors such as surgical trauma, immune response and inflammatory factors, so pharmacological intervention
strategies targeting the postoperative inflammatory response should also be comprehensive. Glucocorticoids and NSAIDs are two
important anti-inflammatory drugs, which have important roles in the prevention and treatment of postoperative inflammatory
response. However, when using it, it is necessary to choose according to the specific situation of the patient and the advice of the
doctor, and pay attention to controlling the medication time and dosage. This paper aims to explore drug intervention strategies for
postoperative inflammation in cataract surgery, in order to prevent and treat postoperative inflammatory reactions and improve the
effectiveness of visual recovery in patients.
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
